What are you waiting for? 
 

“I have fought the good fight, I have finished the 
race, I have kept the faith. Now there is in store 
for me the crown of righteousness, which the 
Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on 
that day – and not only to me, but also to all who have longed for his  
appearing.” (2 Timothy 4:7-8 NIV) 
 

Today is the beginning of Advent, “a time of expectant waiting and  
preparation for the celebration of the Nativity of Jesus at Christmas as well 
as the return of Jesus at the second coming. The term is a version of the 
Latin word meaning “coming”. (Wikipedia) 
 

However, in our society it is often obscured or lost in the frenetic  
pre-Christmas activity of the “silly season”. Busy and tired we find it hard or 
impossible to wait and prepare our hearts for Jesus. 
 

In contrast, the Apostle Paul had plenty of time to wait while in prison. He 
describes his life of faith as a “fight” and a “race”. Like him, our faith will be 
tested and challenged. 
 

But it can also be sustained as his was, by waiting for the 
“appearing” (return) of Christ. An expanded translation reads like this: 
 

“all those who have loved and yearned for and welcomed His appearing 
(His return).” (2 Timothy 4:8 (AMP)) 
 

The wonder of a child waits for the “appearing” of visitors, presents and 
Christmas celebrations. The weariness of many adults waits for the “silly 
season” to be past. 
 

Christ’s followers are encouraged to wait expectantly for his appearing, and 
to greet it with joy.
